A leading Bay Area guitarist, Mark Simons has performed at Herbst Theater and the Palace
of the Legion of Honor. A member of the groundbreaking San Francisco Guitar Quartet,

he also frequently performs as a soloist and in duet with flutist Catherine Payne of the San
Francisco Symphony and with Grammy winning guitarist, Scott Tennant. A Fulbright Scholar,
Mark is an Honors Graduate of the New England Conservatory, Peabody Conservatory and
University of Southern California. He currently teaches privately, in San Francisco (North
Beach), at the City College of San Francisco and Diablo Valley College.
